The above entitled action having come on for a trial for an assessment of damages, before the Honorable Jerry Gargulio, J.S.C., and a jury of six, beginning August 6, 2014, and continuing through August 15, 2014, and the plaintiff having been represented by his attorneys, ROBINSON & YABLON, P.C., by the firm’s trial counsel, William Ricigliano, Esq., and the defendants having been represented by their attorney, The County Attorney of Suffolk County, by Christopher A. Jeffreys, Esq.;


AND the Court having presented the case to the Jury on Special Verdict questions, and the jury having rendered its verdict on August 15, 2014, finding unanimously, after a trial on the issue of damages in favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalksy, and against the defendants in the total amount of FIVE MILLION EIGHTY EIGHT THOUSAND DOLLARS ($5,088,000.00) collectively for past and future damages as follows;

IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount of TWO MILLION, TWO HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($2,250,000.00) for future lost earnings over a work life expectancy of 24 years;
IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount of TWO HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($250,000.00) for future medical and health insurance benefits over a life expectancy of 41 years;
IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount of SEVENTEEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($17,000.00) for past lost savings plan benefits;
IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount ONE HUNDRED SIXTEEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($116,000.00) for future savings plan benefits over a work expectancy of 24 years;
IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount NINE HUNDRED EIGHTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($980,000.00) for future pension benefits over a work expectancy of 24 years;

IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($50,000.00) for future Social Security retirement benefits over a work expectancy of 24 years;

IN favor of the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount THREE HUNDRED SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($375,000.00) for past lost earnings;

AND the Jury having rendered a total verdict for the plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky in the total amount of FIVE MILLION, EIGHTY-EIGHT THOUSAND DOLLARS ($5,088,000.00);

AND the Court having directed plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky to enter judgment upon the full amount of the jury’s verdict;


NOW, upon the motion of ROBINSON & YABLON, P.C., by Joel H. Robinson, Esq., attorneys for plaintiff, Jason Kowalsky, it is
ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that plaintiff Jason Kowalsky, residing at 3866 Braemere Drive, Spring Hill, FL 34609, shall recover and have judgment against defendants The County of Suffolk, The Suffolk County Department of Parks, Recreation & Conservation and Raymond M. Rancourt, the net present value of the Judgment in the sum of  $5,088,000.00, with interest at 3% per annum from the date of summary judgment of January 26, 2010 in the sum of $_______________________ plus costs and disbursements as taxed in the sum of $_______________________, making a total sum of $__________________________, and the plaintiff shall have execution thereon.
